Title holders are required to attend the pageant give-up and crown the new title holders.
Title holders are required to perform at PrideFest and participate in the Pride Parade.

In the event the title holder is not able to perform any of the duties above, they will be

stripped of their title and the title will be handed down to the runner-up to complete
the duties.
